Emergency Early Dismissal and School Closings

In the past, there have been times when we needed to close our school due to bad weather or other emergency situations.  Emergency school closings are broadcast over the radio stations WFAS-FM 103.9 and WFAS-AM 1230 and Channel 12 (the Westchester cable TV station).  Sacred Heart School generally follows the same decision as the Greenburgh Central 7 School District.

In addition to radio and TV announcements, our parents have set up an emergency phone calling system conducted by volunteer parents from each class.  (This system is only used for emergency early dismissal and school closings.) We need to have at least three or four volunteers from each class.  Please indicate below if you can be an emergency caller.

When we have emergency early dismissal, unless otherwise indicated, your child will take his or her normal mode of transportation home – bus, car, or walker.  Please make sure that your emergency contact(s) and alternate(s) know where they need to meet and pick up your child.  Also, there is no After School Program when we have emergency early dismissal.  (Teachers need to get to the safety of their homes as well.)

Lastly, if the weather is bad before school starts, please listen to the radio or TV. The emergency-calling parents will not contact you for delayed openings or school closings.

Please fill out one form for EACH of your children, indicate what grades their siblings are in, and return the first day of school.  (This may seem repetitive, but it makes organizing the list much easier.)  If anyone has any questions, please do not hesitate to call the office.  Thank you.
